Since then, she has illustrated several books, including classics like The Velveteen Rabbit by Margery Willioms Bianco
and more confemporary stories like Slowly! Slowly! by TM Clark, CBCA 2018 Notable Picture Book of the Year.

EDUCATIONAL APPLICABILITY

Little Puggle’s Christmas takes the reader into a fantastical bush Christmas experience and reintroduces us to the
loveable Little Puggle. Celebrating inclusivity and diversity, we know that Little Puggle feels loved and treasured in the
end. This is a wonderful starting point for discussions about finding your place, never giving up and making dreams

happen. There are stunning illustrations throughout by award-winning illustrator Hélene Magisson.



DISCUSSION TOPICS
Before, during and after reading the book
1. Introduce Little Puggle’s Christmas to the children and ask them what they think the story might be about.

2. Have the children read Little Puggle’s Song — the first book in the series. What do they think is similar and
different about the two books?

3. What happens when Puggle tries to help his friends get ready for Christmas? What do Long Tail, Lacy
Tail and Mama Grey say to him?

4. How does Little Puggle deal with the situation?
5. What happens after Little Puggle makes a Christmas wish? Who does he meet?
0. Does Father Christmas believe in Little Puggle’s abilities? What does Father Christmas say to

Little Puggle? Has anyone ever said similar something like this to you? How did it make you feel?

/ How does Little Puggle help? Can you remember a time when you helped like this? Does this remind you

of a challenge that you have once faced?

8. If someone believes in you, if they really think you can do something right, does it make a difference to how

you feel about yourself?

9. After reading the book, ask them what they thought about the story?
Which was their favourite part and why?
